(that's 3:30 a.m., folks, in single-digit temps) we kicked, grunted, and clawed our way to the top. I have to confess, I 

am humbled. Kili is a very big mountain. Two days ago took us from Arrow Glacier Camp a whopping 2800 

vertical feet through the Western Breach, where three American climbers were killed in a rock slide in 2006. Nearly
